We believe that Jesus Christ Himself will someday return bodily as clearly stated in the Bible.  We believe that His 
return at the Rapture is imminent and will occur before the Tribulation Period, and that His Second Coming to 
earth will occur before His Millennial Reign (Jn. 14:1-6, Matt. 24:27,30, Matt. 25:31, I Thess. 4:8-18, Rev. 7:14, 20:1-
6, Dan. 9:26,27) 

The Church   
We believe in the prominence of the local church as instituted by Christ before His death and resurrection.  The 
church is empowered by the Holy Spirit and is a place of worship, spiritual growth, evangelism, and service to 
others.  We believe the only two ordinances of the church are baptism by immersion in water after salvation, and 
the remembrance of Christ's payment for sin in the ordinance of the Lord's Supper.
